GENERAL

MANDATORY! Do not operate your new scooter for the first time without completely reading
and understanding this owner’s manual.

Your scooter isastate-of-the-art life-enhancement device designed to increase mobility. Pride provides an
extensivevariety of productsto best fit theindividua needs of the scooter user. Please be awarethat thefinal
selection and purchasing decision regarding the type of scooter to be usedistheresponsibility of the scooter
user, whoiscapable of making such adecision, and his’her healthcare professional (i.e., medical doctor, physi-
cal therapit, etc.).

The contents of thismanual are based on the expectation that amobility device expert has properly fitted the
scooter to the user and has ass sted the prescribing healthcare professional and/or the authorised Pride Provider in
theinstruction processfor the use of the product.

There are certain situations, including some medical conditions, where the scooter user will need to practice
operating the scooter in the presence of atrained attendant. A trained attendant can be defined asafamily member
or careprofessional specidly trainedin asssting ascooter user invariousdaily living activities.

Asyou beginusing your scooter during daily activities, youwill probably encounter situationsinwhichyouwill
need some practice. Simply take your timeand you will soon bein full and confident control asyou maneuver
through doorways, on and off lifts, up and down ramps, and over moderateterrain.

Below are some precautions, tips, and other safety considerationsthat will help you become accustomed to
operating the scooter safely.

MODIFICATIONS

Pride has designed and engineered your scooter to provide maximum mobility and utility. However, under no
circumstances should you modify, add, remove, or disable any feature, part, or function of your scooter.

WARNING! Do not modify your scooter in any way not authorised by Pride. Do not use
accessories if they have not been tested or approved for Pride products.

REMOVABLE PARTS
WARNING! Do not attempt to lift or move your scooter by any of its removable parts,
including the armrests, seat, or shroud.

PRE-RIDE SAFETY CHECK

Get toknow thefed of your scooter and itscapabilities. Priderecommendsthat you perform asafety check before
each useto make sure your scooter operates smoothly and safely.

Perform thefollowinginspectionsprior tousing your scooter :

B Check for proper tyreinflation. Maintain but do not exceed the psi/bar/kPaair pressurerating indicated on
eachtyreif equipped with pneumatic tyres.

Check all electrical connections. Make surethey aretight and not corroded.

Check all harness connections. Make surethey are secured properly.

Check the brakes.

Check battery charge.

If you discover aproblem, contact your authorised Pride Provider for assistance.

TYRE INFLATION

If your scooter isequipped with pneumatic tyres, you should check or havetheair pressure checked at |east
onceaweek. Proper inflation pressureswill prolong thelife of your tyresand hel p ensure the smooth operation
of your scooter.

WARNING! It is critically important that the psi/bar/kPa air pressure rating indicated on
the tyre be maintained in pneumatic tyres at all times. Do not underinflate or overinflate

your tyres. Low pressure may result in loss of control, and overinflated tyres may burst.
Failure to maintain the psi/bar/kPa air pressure rating indicated on the pneumatic tyres
at all times may result in tyre and/or wheel failure.

WARNING! Inflate your scooter tyres from a regulated air source with an available pressure
gauge. Inflating your tyres from an unregulated air source could overinflate them, resulting
in a burst tyre.

NOTE: If the tyres on your scooter list the psi rating only, use the following conversion formulas to
find the bar or kParating: bar = psi x 0.06895; kPa = psi x 6.89476.

WEIGHT LIMITATIONS
Your scooter israted for amaximum weight capacity. Refer to the specificationstablefor information.

MANDATORY! Stay within the specified weight capacity for your scooter. Exceeding the
weight capacity voids your warranty. Pride will not be held responsible for injuries and/or
property damage resulting from failure to observe weight limitations.

WARNING! Do not carry passengers on your scooter. Carrying passengers on your scooter
may affect the centre of gravity, resulting in a tip or a fall.

INCLINE INFORMATION

More and more buildings have ramps with specified degrees of inclination, designed for easy and safe access.

Somerampsmay haveturning switchbacks (180-degreeturns) that require you to have good cornering skillson

your scoote.

B Proceed with extreme caution asyou approach the downgrade of aramp or other incline.

B Takewideswingswith your scooter around any tight corners. If you do that, the scooter’srear wheelswill
follow awidearc, not cut the corner short, and not bump into or get hung up onany railing corners.

B \Whendriving down aramp, keep the scooter’s speed adjustment set to the slowest speed setting to ensurea
safely controlled descent.

B Avoid sudden stopsand starts.

When climbing anincline, try to keep your scooter moving. If you must stop, start up again slowly, and then
accel erate cautiously. When driving down anincline, do so by setting the speed adjustment dial to the sowest
setting and driving intheforward direction only. If your scooter startsto move down theinclinefaster thanyou
anticipated or desired, alow it to cometo acomplete stop by releasing thethrottle control lever. Then push the
throttle control lever forward dightly to ensureasafely controlled descent.

WARNING! When on any sort of an incline or decline, never place the scooter in freewheel
mode, especially when seated on it or standing next to it.

WARNING! When climbing an incline, do not zigzag or drive at an angle up the face of the
incline. Drive your scooter straight up the incline. This greatly reduces the possibility of a
tip or a fall. Always exercise extreme caution when negotiating an incline.

WARNING! Do not drive your scooter across the side of an incline or diagonally up or down
an incline; do not stop, if possible, while driving up or down an incline.

WARNING! You should not travel up or down a potentially hazardous incline (i.e., areas
covered with snow, ice, cut grass, or wet leaves).

WARNING! Even though your scooter is capable of climbing slopes greater than those
illustrated in figure 1, do not, under any circumstances, exceed the incline guidelines or
any other specifications presented in this manual. Doing so could cause instability in your
scooter.

Handicap public access ramps are not subject to government regulation in all countries, and therefore do not
necessarily sharethe same standard percent of dope. Other inclinesmay benatural or, if man-made, not designed
specifically for scooters. Figure 1illustratesyour scooter’ sstability and itsability to climb gradesunder various
weight loadsand under controlled testing conditions.

Thesetestswere conducted with the scooter’ s seat in the highest position and adjusted rearward on the seat base
toitsfarthest rearward position. Usethisinformation asaguideline. Your scooter’sability totravel upinclinesis
affected by your weight, your scooter’ s speed, your angle of approachto theincline, and your scooter setup.

WARNING! Any attempt to climb or descend a slope steeper than what is shown in figure
/ﬁ\ 1 may put your scooter in an unstable position and cause it to tip.
WARNING! Never carry an oxygen tank weighing more than 6.8 kg (15 Ibs.). Never fill the

front or rear basket with contents exceeding 6.8 kg (15 Ibs.).

Whenyou approach anincling, itisbest toleanforward. Seefigures2and 2A. Thisshiftsthe centre of gravity of
you and your scooter toward thefront of the scooter for improved stability.

NOTE: When negotiating ramps, if the throttle control lever is released while moving forward, the
powered scooter may " roll back" approximately 30.48 cm (12 in.) before the brake engages. If the
throttle control lever is released while moving in reverse, the powered scooter may " roll back" ap-
proximately 1 metre (3 feet) before the brake engages.

CORNERING INFORMATION

Excessively high cornering speeds can create the possibility of tipping. Factorswhich affect the possibility of
tipping include, but are not limited to, cornering speed, steering angle (how sharply you areturning), unevenroad
surfaces, inclined road surfaces, riding from an areaof low tractionto an areaof hightraction (such aspassing from
agrassy areato apaved area—especially at high speed whileturning), and abrupt directional changes. High
cornering speeds are not recommended. If you feel that you may tip over in acorner, reduce your speed and
steering angle(i.e., lessen the sharpness of theturn) to prevent your scooter from tipping.

WARNING! When cornering sharply, reduce your speed and maintain a stable centre of
gravity. When using your scooter at higher speeds, do not corner sharply. This greatly

reduces the possibility of a tip or fall. Always exercise common sense when cornering.

BRAKING INFORMATION

Your scooter isequipped with these powerful brake systems:

B Regenerative: Useselectricity torapidly dow thevehiclewhen thethrottle control lever returnsto the centre/
stop position.

B DiscPark Brake: Activatesmechanically after regenerative braking dowsthe vehicleto near stop, or when
power isremoved from the system for any reason.

OUTDOOR DRIVING SURFACES

Your scooter isdesigned to provide optimum stability under normal driving conditions—dry, level surfacescom-
posed of concrete, blacktop, or tarmac. However, Priderecognisesthat therewill betimeswhen you will encoun-
ter other surfacetypes. For thisreason, your scooter isdesigned to perform admirably on packed soil, grass, and

gravel. Fedl freeto useyour scooter safely onlawnsandin park areas.

B Reduceyour scooter’ s speed when driving on uneven terrain and/or soft surfaces.
B Avoidtall grassthat can becometangledintherunning gear.

B Avoidloosdy packed gravel and sand.

B If youfed unsureabout adriving surface, avoid that surface.

PUBLIC STREETS AND ROADWAYS

WARNING! You should not operate your scooter on public streets and roadways. Be aware
that it may be difficult for traffic to see you when you are seated on your scooter. Obey all
local pedestrian traffic rules. Wait until your path is clear of traffic, and then proceed with
extreme caution.

STATIONARY OBSTACLES (STEPS, KERBS, ETC.)

WARNING! Do not drive near raised surfaces, unprotected ledges, and/or drop-offs (kerbs,
porches, stairs, etc.).

WARNING! Do not attempt to have your scooter climb or descend an obstacle that is
inordinately high.

WARNING! Do not attempt to have your scooter proceed rearward down any step, kerb, or
other obstacle. This may cause the scooter to tip.

WARNING! Be sure your scooter is traveling perpendicular to any kerb you may be required
to ascend or descend. See figures 3 and 3A.

WARNING! Do not attempt to negotiate a kerb that has a height greater than 5 cm (2 in.).

INCLEMENT WEATHER PRECAUTIONS

Exposure of your scooter to inclement weather conditions should be avoided whenever possible. If suddenly
caught up inrain, snow, severe cold or heat while operating your scooter, proceed to shelter at the earliest oppor-
tunity. Thoroughly dry your scooter before storing, charging, or operating your scooter.

# PROHIBITED! Operating in rain, snow, salt, mist/spray conditions, and on icy/slippery
surfaces can cause damage to the scooter and electrical system. Maintain and store your

scooter in a dry and clean condition.

WARNING! Prolonged exposure to hot or cold conditions may affect the temperature of
upholstered and non-upholstered items on the scooter, possibly resulting in skin irritation.
Exercise caution when using your scooter in extremely hot or cold conditions or when
exposing your scooter to direct sunlight for prolonged periods of time.

FREEWHEEL MODE
Your scooter isequipped withamanua freewhed lever that, when engaged, alowsthe scooter to be pushed. For
moreinformation about how to place your scooter into and out of freewhedl mode, seelll. “Your Scooter.”

WARNING! When your scooter is in freewheel mode, the braking system is disengaged.
B Disengage the drive motors only on a level surface.

B Ensure the key is removed from the key switch.
B Stand to the side of the scooter to engage or disengage freewheel mode. Never sit on
a scooter to do this.

B After you have finished pushing your scooter, always return it to the drive mode to lock
the brakes.

An added feature built into the scooter is“ push-too-fast” protection which safeguardsthe scooter against gaining
excessve speed whileinfreewhee mode.

“Push-too-fast” operatesdifferently depending on which of two conditionsexists.

B |f thekey isswitched “off” whileinfreewheel mode, the scooter’scontroller activatesregenerative braking
when the scooter ispushed faster than amaximum threshold which hasbeen preprogrammed. Inthiscase, the
controller isacting asaspeed governor.

B |f thekey isswitched“on” whileinfreewhed mode, youwill encounter considerableres stanceat any speed.
Thispreventsthe scooter from gaining unwanted momentum should the manual freewhed lever inadvertently
berel eased whiledriving the scooter.

STAIRS AND ESCALATORS
Scootersare not designed to travel up or down stairsor escalators. Alwaysusealift.

A/\ WARNING! Do not use your scooter to negotiate steps or escalators.

DOORS

B Determineif thedoor openstoward or away from you.

B Useyour hand to turnthe knob or push the handle or push-bar.

B Driveyour scooter gently and dowly forward to push the door open. Or drive your scooter gently and dowly
rearwardsto pull the door open.

Modernlifts have adoor edge safety mechanism that, when pushed, reopensthe door(s).

B |f youareinthedoorway of alift when the door(s) beginto close, push onthe rubber door edge or allow the

rubber door edgeto contact the scooter and the door will reopen.
B Usecarethat handbags, packages, or scooter accessories do not become caught inlift doors.

NOTE: If your scooter’sturning radiusisgreater than 152.4 cm (60 in.), it may be difficult to maneuver
in lifts and building entrances. Use caution when attempting to turn or maneuver your scooter in small

gpaces, and avoid areas that might pose a problem.

LIFT/ELEVATION PRODUCTS

If youwill betraveling with your scooter, you may findit necessary to usealift/elevation product to aid in transpor-
tation. Priderecommendsthat you closely review theinstructions, specifications, and safety information set forth

by themanufacturer of thelift/elevation product before using that product.

WARNING! Never sit on your scooter when it is being used in connection with
any type of lift/elevation product. Your scooter was not designed with such use
in mind and any damage or injury incurred from such use is not the responsibility
of Pride.

MANDATORY! Battery posts, terminals, and related accessories contain lead and
lead compounds. Wear goggles and gloves when handling batteries and wash
hands after handling.

WARNING! Scooter batteries are heavy. See specifications table. If you are unable
to lift that much weight, be sure to get help. Use proper lifting techniques and
avoid lifting beyond your capacity.

WARNING! Always protect the batteries from freezing and never charge a frozen
battery. Charging a frozen battery may result in damage to the battery.

WARNING! Connect the battery harnesses in the proper manner. RED (+) cables
must be connected to positive (+) battery terminals/posts. BLACK (-) cables must
be connected to negative (-) battery terminals/posts. Protective caps should be
installed over all battery terminals. REPLACE cables immediately if damaged.

BATTERY DISPOSAL AND RECYCLING

PREVENTING UNINTENDED MOVEMENT

WARNING! If you anticipate being seated in a stationary position for an extended period
of time, turn off the power. This will prevent unexpected motion from inadvertent throttle

control lever contact.

MOTOR VEHICLE TRANSPORT
Pride recommendsthat you do not remain seated in your scooter whiletravelingin amotor vehicle. The scooter
should be stowed inthe boot of acar or inthe back of atruck or vanwith batteriesremoved and properly secured.

WARNING! Although your scooter may be equipped with a positioning belt, this belt is not
designed to provide proper restraint during motor vehicle transport. Anyone traveling in a
motor vehicle should be properly secured in the motor vehicle seat with safety belts fastened
securely.

A\ WARNING! Do not sit on your scooter while it is in a moving vehicle.

WARNING! Always be sure your scooter and its batteries are properly secured when it is
being transported. Batteries should be secured in an upright position and protective caps
should be installed on the battery terminals. Batteries should not be transported with any
flammable or combustible items.

GETTING ONTO AND OFF OF YOUR SCOOTER

Getting onto and off of your scooter requiresagood sense of balance. Please observethefollowing safety tips
when getting onto and off of your scooter:

B Removethekey fromthekey switch.

Ensurethat your scooter isnot in freewheel mode. Seelll. “Your Scooter.”

Make certain that the seat is secured into place.

Pivot thearmrests up to make getting onto and off of the scooter easier.

WARNING! Position yourself as far back as possible in the scooter seat to prevent the
scooter from tipping.

WARNING! Avoid putting all of your weight on the scooter armrests and do not use the
A armrests for weight bearing purposes, such as transfers. Such use may cause the scooter
to tip, resulting in a fall from the scooter and personal injury.

WARNING! Avoid putting all of your weight on the floorboard. Such use may cause the
scooter to tip.

REACHING AND BENDING

Avoid reaching or bending whiledriving your scooter. Bending forward createstherisk of accidental throttle
control lever contact. Bending to the sidewhile seated createstherisk of tipping. Itisimportant to maintain astable
centre of gravity and keep the scooter from tipping. Pride recommendsthat the scooter user determine his/her
personal limitationsand practice bending and reaching in the presence of aqualified attendant.

WARNING! Do not bend, lean, or reach for objects if you have to pick them up from the
scooter deck or from either side of the scooter. Movements such as these may change
your centre of gravity and the weight distribution of the scooter and cause your scooter
to tip.

Be aware that loose
fitting clothing can become caught in drive tyres.
POSITIONING BELTS

Your authorised Pride Provider, therapist(s), and other healthcare professionasareresponsiblefor determining
your requirement for apositioning belt in order to operate your scooter safely.

WARNING! If you require a positioning belt to safely operate your scooter, make sure it is
fastened securely.

PRESCRIPTION DRUGS/PHYSICAL LIMITATIONS
The scooter user must exercise careand common sense when operating his’her scooter. Thisincludesawarenessof
safety issueswhen taking prescribed or over-the-counter drugsor when the user has specific physica limitations.

WARNING! Consult your physician if you are taking prescribed or over-the-counter
medication or if you have certain physical limitations. Some medications and limitations

may impair your ability to operate your scooter in a safe manner.

ALCOHOL/SMOKING

The scooter user must exercise care and common sense when operating his’her scooter. Thisincludesawareness
of safety issueswhileunder theinfluenceof acohol or whilesmoking.

WARNING! Do not operate your scooter while you are under the influence of alcohol, as
this may impair your ability to drive safely.

WARNING! Pride strongly recommends that you do not smoke cigarettes while seated in
your scooter, although the scooter has passed the necessary testing requirements for
cigarette smoking. You must adhere to the following safety guidelines if you decide to
smoke cigarettes while seated in your scooter.

® Do not leave lit cigarettes unattended.

B Keep ashtrays a safe distance from the seat cushions.

B Always make sure cigarettes are completely extinguished before disposal.

WARNING! Be aware that cell phones, two-way radios, laptops, and other types of radio
transmitters may cause unintended movement of your electrically-powered mobility vehicle
due to EMI. Exercise caution when using any of these items while operating your mobility
vehicle and avoid coming into close proximity of radio and TV stations.

WARNING! The addition of accessories or components to the electrically-powered mobility

Manual Freewheel Lever

Whenever you need or want to push your scooter for short distances, you can put it in freewheel mode.

2. Pushforward onthemanua freewhed lever to disablethe drive system and the brake system. Thiswill enable
you to push the scooter.

3. Pull back onthemanual freewhed lever to reengagethe drive and the brake systemsand take your scooter out
of freewheel mode.

To ensurethe highest accuracy, the battery condition meter should be
checked while operating your scooter at full speed onadry, level surface.

CHARGING YOUR BATTERIES

PROHIBITED! Removal of grounding prong can

properly install an approved 3-pronged adapter

Follow these easy stepsto chargeyour batteries safely:

Position thefront of your scooter closeto astandard electrical outlet.

Removethekey fromthekey switch.

Make surethat the manual freewhed lever isinthedrive position.

Make surethat the charger’son/off switchisinthe OFF position. Seefigure 10.

Plug the 3-pin charger power lead into the off-board charger port. Seefigures5and 10A.

Extend the charger power lead and plug it into theelectrical outlet.

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

How doesthecharger work?

When your scooter’s battery voltageislow, the charger works harder, sending more electrical current to the
batteriesto bring up their charge. Asthe batteries approach afull charge, the charger sendslessand lesselectrica
current. When the batteriesarefully charged, the current sent from the charger isat nearly zero amperage. There-
fore, whenthe charger isplugged in, it maintainsthe charge on your scooter’ sbatteries, but doesnot overcharge
them. We do not recommend that you charge your scooter’s batteriesfor more than 24 consecutive hours.

Can| useadifferent charger?

Chargersare selected precisdly for particul ar gpplicationsand are especialy matched to thetype, size, and chemi-
cal formulation of specific batteries. For the safest and most efficient charging of your scooter’s batterieswe
recommend only use of the charger supplied asoriginal equipment with your Pride product. Any charging method
resulting in batteriesbeing charged individualy isespecialy prohibited.

What if my scooter’sbatterieswon'’t charge?

B Ensurethered (+) and black (-) battery cablesare connected properly to the battery terminals.

B Ensureboth battery harnessesthat extend from the batteries are plugged into their mating harnessleading to
thecharger.

B Ensureboth endsof the charger power lead areinserted fully.

How often must | chargethebatteries?

Two mgor factors must be considered when deciding how often to charge your scooter’ sbatteries:
B All day scooter useonadaily basis.

B Infrequent or sporadic scooter use.

With these considerationsin mind, you can determinehow often and for how long you should charge your scooter’s

batteries. We designed the off-board charger so that it will not overchargeyour scooter’ s batteries. However, you

may encounter some problemsif you do not chargeyour batteries often enough and if you do not chargethemon

aregular basis. Following the guidelinesbel ow will provide safe and reliabl e battery operation and charging.

B If youuseyour scooter daily, chargeitsbatteriesassoon asyou finishusing it for theday. Your scooter will be
ready each morning. We recommend that you charge your scooter’ sbatteriesfor 8to 14 hoursafter daily use.

B If youuseyour scooter onceaweek or less, chargeitsbatteriesat least onceaweek for 12to 14 hoursat atime.

B Keepyour scooter’ shatteriesfully charged.

B Avoiddeeply discharging your scooter’s batteries.

How can | ensuremaximum battery life?
Fully charged deep-cycle batteries providereliabl e performance and extended battery life. Keep your scooter’s
batteriesfully charged whenever possible. Protect your scooter and batteriesfrom extreme heat or cold. Batteries
that areregularly and deeply discharged, infrequently charged, stored in extremetemperatures, or stored without
afull charge may be permanently damaged, causing unreliable performanceand limited servicelife.

How can | get maximum rangeor distanceper charge?
Rarely will you haveided driving conditions—smooth, flat, hard driving surfaceswith nowind or curves. Often,
youwill facehills, pavement cracks, uneven and loosely packed surfaces, curves, and wind, al of which affect the
distance or running time per battery charge. Below are afew suggestionsfor obtai ning the maximum range per

battery charge.

Alwaysfully chargeyour scooter’sbatteriesprior to daily use.

Maintain but do not exceed the psi/bar/kPaair pressurerating indicated on each tyrefor pneumatic tyres.
Plan your route ahead to avoid asmany hills, cracked, broken, or soft surfacesas possible.

Limit your baggageweight to essentia items.

Try tomaintain an even speed whileyour scooter isin motion.

Avoid stop-and-go driving.

What typeand size of battery should | use?
We recommend deep-cycle batteriesthat are sealed and maintenance free. Both AGM and Gel-Cell are deep-
cyclebatteriesthat are similar in performance. Do not usewet-cell batteries, which haveremovable caps.

WARNING! Corrosive chemicals are contained in batteries. Use only AGM or
Gel-Cell batteries to reduce the risk of leakage or explosive conditions.

NOTE: Sealed batteries are not serviceable. Do not remove the caps.

Why do my new batteries seem weak ?

Deep-cyclebatteriesemploy adifferent chemical technology than that used in car batteries, nickel-cadmium bat-
teries(nicads), and other common battery types. Deep-cycle batteries are specificaly designed to provide power,
draindowntheir charge, and then accept arelatively quick recharge.

Wework closdly with our battery manufacturer to provide batteriesthat best suit your scooter’ sspecific el ectrical
demands. Fresh batteriesare shipped fully charged to our customers. During shipping, the batteriesmay encounter
temperature extremesthat can influencetheir initiad performance. Heat diminishesthe charge on the battery; cold
dowstheavailable power and extendsthetime needed to recharge the battery.

It may takeafew daysfor thetemperature of your scooter’s batteriesto stabilise and adjust to their new roomor
ambient temperature. Moreimportantly, it takesafew charging cycles(partia draining followed by full recharging)
to establishthecritical chemical balancethat isessential to adeegp-cyclebattery’ speak performanceand long life.

Follow these stepsto properly break inyour scooter’ snew batteriesfor maximum efficiency and servicelife:

1. Fully rechargeany new battery prior toitsinitial use. Thischarging cyclebringsthe battery up to about 88% of
its peak performancelevel.

2. Operateyour new scooter infamiliar and safeareas. Drivedowly at first, and do not travel too far fromyour

homeor familiar surroundingsuntil you have become accustomed to your scooter’ scontrolsand have properly

brokeninyour scooter’sbatteries.

Fully rechargethe batteries. They should be at over 90% of their peak performancelevel.

Operateyour scooter again.

Fully rechargethe batteriesagain.

After four or five charging cycles, the batteriesare ableto recelve acharge of 100% of their peak performance

level and are ableto last for an extended period of time.

Any electromechanical deviceoccasionaly requires sometroubleshooting. However, most of the problemsthat
may arise can usually be solved with abit of thought and common sense. Many of these problems occur because
the batteriesare not fully charged or because the batteries are worn down and can no longer hold acharge.

It is important that the psi/bar/kPa air pressure rating indicated on each tyre be
maintained in pneumatic tyres at all times. Do not underinflate or overinflate your tyres.

Themotor brushesare housed inside of the motor transaxle/assembly. They should beinspected periodically for
wear by your authorised Pride Provider.

B Allowtheseareastodry thoroughly if they have been exposed to moisture before operating your scooter again.

FUSE REPLACEMENT

STORING YOUR SCOOTER

If you plan on not using your scooter for an extended period of time, itisbest to:
1. Fully chargeitsbatteriesprior to storage.

2. Disconnect the batteriesfrom the scooter.

3. Storeyour scooter inawarm, dry environment.

4. Avoid storing your scooter whereit will be exposed to temperature extremes.

WARNING! Always protect batteries from freezing temperatures and never charge a frozen
battery. Charging a frozen battery can result in damage to the battery.

Batteriesthat areregularly and deeply discharged, infrequently charged, stored in extreme temperatures, or stored
without afull charge may be permanently damaged, causing unreliable performanceand limited servicelife. Itis
recommended that you chargethe scooter batteriesperiodically throughout periodsof prolonged storageto ensure
proper performance.

You may wish to place severa boardsunder theframe of your scooter toraiseit off of the ground during periods
of prolonged storage. Thistakestheweight off thetyresand reducesthe possibility of flat spotsdeveloping onthe
areas of thetyrescontacting the ground.
